Technical Requirements

“Blue Fear”
· Stage playing area: 5 x 5 metres 

· Set-up period: 4 hours 

· Darkened venue (house lights switched off) 

· Lighting: 7 projectors – 3 for backlighting and 3 for general front lighting and one spotlight on the chair. The central back and front projectors should focus on the chair (7 Par Cans or Fresnels – 500w or 1000 w depending on the size of the stage and theatre).

· Props: One wooden armchair. The chair takes centre stage at 2 metres from the stage front. (The chair should be available at the venues. Ideal measurements: 75 cm high at the back and 57 cm wide) 

· Stage floor: Prepared for a knife to be stuck into the floor once 

· Sound: Live acoustic music 

· Maximum number of child spectators: 100 

· Age restriction: 6 years and above 

· Technical staff: One actor and one technician 

Note: As part of the show there will be a “disassembly” immediately after the show for teachers and students from schools with performing arts in their curriculum, students of performing arts and interested public. Ideally the director/actor, the set designer, the musician and the movement assistant should participate in this debate.
